CAPS Committee Report

 

To the QMA Board of Directors, 

Per the assignment given at the 2010 QMA National meeting we have reviewed the class and platform structure in use in QMA. We have analyzed the challenges facing our organization and discussed many potential adjustments to the class and platform structure and attempted to predict the long term effects of those changes. We propose that following class and platform structure be adopted by QMA and become effective for the 2011 racing season.

We have reviewed the problems facing the Deco Novice engine as well as the Jr Stock class. 

We recommend that QMA approves the optional use of electronic ignition systems on all Deco Novice, Jr Stock, and Stock engines. We are researching the Honda GX120 and Briggs Animal carburetors and will recommend one of these finalists for use on both the Deco Novice and Jr Stock engines. 

The performance and driveability of the Deco Novice engine will be comparable to the Honda Novice engine in it's new configuration. The Jr Stock engine will no longer use an exhaust restrictor plate and the performance of that class will be adjusted to fall between existing Jr Honda and Sr Honda levels. Additionally, the need for a specially ported engine for Jr Stock should be eliminated. 

The weights and class adjustments reflect current and anticipated participation in QMA racing, with the focus of these recommendations being to increase class size. 

The Briggs Animal class will be offered to the displaced Heavy Honda and Heavy Mod drivers, combining their ranks and using an engine roughly equivalent to a Deco Mod engine. We are recommending that Heavy Honda be permitted to run locally only for the 2011 racing year in order to facilitate transitioning to the new Animal class. 

We realize that these recommendations are significant, but we would like to assure the Board that much thought and consideration has gone into this process. These recommendations are intended to minimize the number of classes we race while maximizing the size of the remaining classes. We welcome the opportunity to discuss this, answering any questions you may have in anticipation of placing these ideas on the preliminary meeting agenda.
